Both stations who are sending/ receiving peer to peer must have open session screen open and sender must have the receiving stations call sign shown on the screen. Also, both stations must have the identical center frequency typed into the proper screen box. The dial frequency will self populate.

Add additional stations as necessary as shown above, but be sure the SSIDs are all correct for what you are trying to do. Push SAVE at top of page. Several scripts can be written and saved. Simply click on the appropriate one for your path.
Close session, open session, wait for ready, Push START, watch the steps as the packet moves through the system.
